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Voices in Harmony (VIH), Northern California’s Premier Men’s A Cappella Chorus, is an award-winning, all-
volunteer, 80+ voice male chorus known for its mastery of technically demanding close harmony. Their repertoire
is diverse and encompasses music from the classics to jazz, contemporary to patriotic, pop and traditional choral
selections, plus VIH’s signature barbershop harmony.

Founded in 2006, Voices in Harmony and is under the masterful musical direction of Dr. Greg Lyne, based in the
heart of Silicon Valley — San Jose, CA. Under his leadership, they have rapidly become one of the finest a cappella
choruses in the world.

All members of Voices in Harmony are non-paid volunteers. A 501 (c)(3) organization, the chorus is self-sustaining
through gifts, performance fees, admissions to shows, and sales of recordings and merchandise. Members of the
chorus work in a myriad of professions, with backgrounds in high school music programs, church choirs,
contemporary and collegiate a cappella groups. While their musical backgrounds are widely varied, every singer
shares a common passion for musical excellence.

Officially, Voices in Harmony is the Bay Area Chapter of the Barbershop Harmony Society. VIH formed with the
merger of two Bay Area choruses from Pleasanton and San Jose, CA. The abundance of strong singers and musical
leadership from both choruses provided a strong foundation from which to grow quickly. With the merger in
hand, VIH was able to secure Dr. Lyne as musical director and move him to California.

Take a group of 80+ men volunteering from communities covering northern and central California, with varying
degrees of musical talent and experience, ask them to sing, and the listener may hear something that resembles
beautiful music. Make that group Voices in Harmony with Dr. Lyne in front of them as musical director, and you
are in store for an extraordinary and memorable musical experience.

After just a few short months together, Voices in Harmony would win its first qualifying competition and in less
than a year, qualified to compete in their first international competition in 2007. In July 2008, they traveled to
Nashville, TN, to compete in the annual International Choral Competition of the Barbershop Harmony Society, its
professional organization, and achieved a 3" Place Bronze Medal. The competition pits the top 30 choruses of
more than 800 choruses around the world. Their first Far Western District Chorus Championship came in the fall of
2008 — and as a result, they received an automatic bid to represent the California in the 2009 International Choral
Competition in Anaheim, CA.

In addition to annual competitions at regional and international levels, the chorus produces a few shows each year
and also performs publicly throughout the Bay Area. Performance engagements include commercial bookings,
community concerts, corporate meetings, charity events and other special events. Voices in Harmony
performances are truly memorable with their commitment to musical excellence and magnificent harmonies.

Voices in Harmony’s first recording, Now & Then — Popular American Music from Six Decades of Classics, was
released in 2008. It was nominated for Best Barbershop Album for the 2009 Contemporary A Cappella Recording
Awards (CARA’s).

In August 2009, VIH represented the United States at the 10™ Annual Russian Barbershop Festival in St Petersburg,
Russia, where they held master classes and performed multiple concerts at many different venues throughout the
historical city.
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Dr. Greg Lyne — Musical Director

Voices in Harmony is honored to have Dr. Greg Lyne as Musical Director. Everywhere he teaches and directs, Dr.
Lyne brings musical knowledge, a passion for excellence, and a love for the a cappella style. Sprinkle in a healthy
dose of fun and laughter, and you're all set! Dr. Lyne works full-time as a coach for choruses and quartets
throughout the country and as a clinician for musical ensembles of all types.

Dr. Lyne previously served as Director of Music Education and Services for the Barbershop Harmony Society in
Kenosha, Wisconsin. In this capacity, he served the music education programs of the 30,000 member Society, the
world's largest male singing organization. At the Society, he coordinated the music publishing program, youth
outreach activities, contest and judging system, music recordings and the old song library which houses over
750,000 pieces of popular early American sheet music.

Dr. Lyne came to his position with the Society from Arizona State University where he was Professor of Music and
Director of Choral Activities. He previously served in similar capacities at California State University - Long Beach,
DePaul University, Eastern New Mexico University and the University of Washington.

His reputation for choral directing extends around the world. He has conducted over 300 festival and All-State
Choirs throughout the USA, including Alaska and Hawaii, and in Canada, England, Scotland and Russia. In Russia,
he presented master's classes at the St. Petersburg Conservatory of Music to European musicians. In fact, because
of his impeccable reputation and musical work in Russia, Dr. Lyne is the only American listed in the Russian version
of "Who's Who"! He has also served as guest conductor of the Mormon Tabernacle Choir.

A published arranger and composer, Dr. Lyne is a member of a number of organizations, including the American
Choral Directors Association and the Music Educators National Conference. He is listed in the International Who's
Who in Classical Music and is the author/producer of a number of articles, workbooks and educational videotapes.

Dr. Lyne is a four-time gold medalist choral director in the International Choral Competition of the Barbershop
Harmony Society. He earned his first gold medal with the West Towns Chorus in 1987, and followed that with
three championships as the musical director of the Masters of Harmony (1990, 1993, and 1996). Dr. Lyne holds a
doctorate in choral conducting from the University of Northern Colorado.

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PROMOTIONAL GUIDE FOR VOICES IN HARMONY

Thank you for booking Voices in Harmony for your event. We are honored by your confidence in us, and we want
to partner with you to make your event a success. It is our hope that the material provided in this packet will
serve to stimulate your creative energiesasyoup u bl i ci ze the Chorus’ upcoming app

1. While Voices in Harmony has a loyal following, do not assume that simply announcing the event is going to draw
a large crowd.

2. The best way to publicize your event is to use direct mail. An attractively designed direct email or post card with
information about the event sent to your own mailing list can be the best money you spend. If you do not have
your own mailing list, the VIH will be pleased to make our mailing available for a small processing fee.

3. Radio advertising is also an important part of a successful strategy. A call to your own local radio station could
also be very important to publicizing your event.

4. Offering tickets for on-air promotion may also be attractive to local media. This will get you some additional
mention and enhance the publicity of your event.

5. Newspaper advertising in your area may also be helpful in emphasizing your event; however, advertising in large
newspapers can be extremely expensive.

6. We have included a sample news release with electronic copies of photographs in this packet. The
accompanying CD has copies of all of the information that might be used in publicity. It also contains our logo and
branding guidelines, and there is material to be used for introductions and program guides. Remember, each local
newspaper receives hundreds of faxes and e-mails. It is important to send these to your local outlets, but it is even
more important for you to make a personal contact with a staff member (preferably an editor) of these
publications. Do not simply drop the piece off at their office, but schedule a quick meeting to personally request
their help. Make sure that they are clear of the dates of the event.

7. The creation of a poster, flyer and or web site should also support your event. With the photographs and logo
on the Media CD, you should be able to create something that is quite attractive. Your task will be to place these
posters throughout your community.

8. If an editor would like further information on the Chorus, encourage him/her to contact our Marketing Vice
President, Greg Titus (marketing@vihchorus.org), to schedule interviews with Chorus members or our director.

9. Sending a promotional copy of a CD to the local radio station may be helpful in publicizing the event, or, if you
produce radio spots, the utilization of music from this CD should be helpful in letting the public hear the Chorus. In
a radio spot, use few words and a great deal of music.
